All property owners are hereby given notice of the proposed change to the By-Laws.  Specifically 
                            Article X    Care and Upkeep
                            Section one.  Which states:  All property owners are to keep their lots in a generally neat condition.
To be changed to….

All Property owners shall keep their yards mowed.  Shall and will cut down all dead trees on improved lots.  Property owner shall cut down dead trees on unimproved lots if majority of Board deems it a safety hazard.  Piles of scrap lumber, PVC pipe and other items not piled for burning shall be stacked so as not to be seen from street or adjacent lots.  No wrecked or inoperable vehicles shall be kept that can be seen from the street or adjacent lots. If compliant is received, via certified mail, the board will through majority vote deem if action is necessary.  If board deems action is needed violating property owner will have 30 (thirty) days to bring property into compliance.  A second certified notice will be sent if violating property owner has not complied and property owner will be given 15 (fifteen) days.  If property owner is not in compliance after second notice the board through majority rule shall seek action to bring property into compliance.
The need to change this By-Law is due to the growing number of property owners that choose not to maintain their property.  This will lead to East Shore Estates receiving a negative reputation and that will leads to a drop in property value
Our property dues will remain at $75.00 for the next fiscal year.  Keys are priced at $3.00 each if mailed, and $2.00 each if picked up.  Your dues statement is enclosed.
